26001 Chairmans remarks – The Chairman offered warm wishes to all attendees for a happy New Year. Thanks were extended to Cllr Willens for producing the newsletter. It was reported that the EMG would provide regular reports. An update was given on Nelson’s Land: TVBC enforcement continues to monitor the situation. The Parish Council has requested that TVBC Enforcement serve a completion notice and provide a timetable for the completion of planning permission, which will be discussed further at the next review in February. 
26002 Apologies for Absence – BC Hasselmann & Cllr Henderson
26003 Public Participation – Item 26013 The letter under correspondence regarding the village clock was discussed with the resident. Resolved: Cllrs agreed that the resident could remove the controller boxes from inside his home. It was agreed that the PC will see if the clock can be removed. The Clerk had investigated ownership of the tree planted in the garden and it was concluded it was not the Parish Council who planted this tree therefore maintenance is the house holder’s responsibility.
26004 Declarations of Interest – None declared.
26005 To Approve the Minutes of the Council Meeting – Resolved: That the minutes of the council meeting of the Parish Council held on the 4th of November 2025 can be confirmed and were signed as a true record of the meeting. Proposed Cllr Platt Seconded Cllr Pyle
	 
26006 Borough Councillors report – The full report which includes the following has been uploaded to the website. Cllr Flood highlighted Christmas trees can be disposed of at Dobbies and Hilliers. The Lights theatre is now making progress and TVBC will try to get projects completed before devolution. 

26007 County Councillor Drew report - The full report has been uploaded to the website alongside a news item to stay well and warm. Cllrs queried why the gritter had not been active in the village. Cllr Drew said the village was priority route two apart from Church Lane which was priority route one. Cllr Drew will investigate and report back to the Council.
26008 Clerks report (This was circulated prior to the meeting)
Still waiting verification that HSBC have completed banking review for money laundering regulations
All money invested in HSBC accounts as per instructions
Hargreaves Lansdown still requesting more information but as shares are sold not an issue.
Still waiting confirmation from HSBC to confirm money laundering checks are complete.
CCLA have confirmed the PC’s request to give six months’ notice will take effect from last Fri in November so shares should be sold last Friday May 2026
Phone box – Pre app advice sought from TVBC/Bus shelter awaiting advice – now circulated so Clerk applied to Land Registry for a copy, which ownership has been confirmed.
Trees Survey- A lot more work than anticipated is required- EMG obtained quote from A Hebden with the EMG clearing the area. Planning applications for tree work in Conservation area has been submitted with planning dept. Work to be completed 25th 26th and 27th of Feb for priority 1 tree husbandry.
Westover farm granted permission to access their land for tree work. (three trees appear to be belong to them) 
Wednesday 20th May booked for Annual Parish Meeting 
Awaiting final invoice from SSE estimate 61 days by £18 will be £1098 to pay. SSEN have not contacted SSE to let them know about disconnection. SSE says MPLAN is still active and racking up £18 a day. Complaints with SSE and SSEN raised.
Weebly the old domain provider due for renewal Feb 26 – charge made to account via automatic visa payment – went to cancel and already charged so complaint made to company.
Training course for six delegates for tool use arranged for March 5th at Sparsholt as a bespoke course.
First Aid will be looked at after Xmas – hoping Kev will deliver the course.
All dog bag bins filled for the Xmas period.
Handrail at bridge Green Meadows reported to HCC urgent repairs required.
EMG chased re cutting allotment hedges, difficulty getting machinery through access gates so have asked local farmer who will cut hedges towards end of Feb.
Visit to Post Office with Stuart so he could bank EMG raffle £982.40

26009.3 Planning Infringements – Councillors will investigate whether the removal of the wall adjacent to the Royal Oak pub required planning permission, given its location within the conservation area.
26009.4 Update on Neighbourhood plan group. Cllr Platt said the plan is nearly finished and will be sent to the TVBC officer for final proofreading. After an environmental survey, it will go to Parish Council approval, then to referendum. Residents can review the plan during a consultation day before voting.
26009.5 Update on Liaison group for Land at Barrow Hill Development
Cllr Struthers has requested sight of the section 106 agreement from TVBC but as this is a working in progress this is not possible, it has been suggested Bargate may share details of the proposals with Cllr Struthers.
Resolved: Cllr Struthers will send a request to BC Flood who will have a discussion with planning.

26010 Book Exchange – Cllr Pyle reported that the phone box is a heritage listed phone box and a consultation is required before the phone could be decommissioned. The Clerk has sought preplanning from TVBC with no definitive answer as to whether planning permission to turn into a library would be approved as it sits in a conservation area. Cllrs discussed using the bus stop as a library.
Resolved: Cllrs voted to support a book exchange in principle using the bus stop which is owned by the PC. It was decided that a maintenance plan and rota of volunteers would be required to maintain clean and tidy.
Resolved: Cllr Struthers will put together a detailed proposal so quotes can be sought.

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26011.3 Approval of new investment strategy. – Cllrs approved the new investment policy. The Clerk will upload onto the website.

26011.4 Approval of Statutory pension – The Clerk circulated the statutory information regarding pension payments. Resolved: Cllrs approved 3% pension contributions in line with employment law using Nest pensions. 

26011.5 Budget 26/27- Resolved: Proposed Cllr Platt Seconded Cllr Pyle Councillors approved the budget as in appendix A

26011.6 Precept - Resolved: Proposed Cllr Platt Seconded Cllr Cross. Councillors approved the precept of £33060 for 2026/2027

26011.7 Earmarked Reserves. Resolved: Cllrs approved the following reserves.
· Operating Reserves £35,000 approx 10 months
· Tree work on parish owned land £10,000
· Play Park replacement of equipment £15,000
· Pavilion repairs £5,000

26011.8 CK Andover – Resolved Cllrs approved a rent increase of 5% from April 2026

26011.9 Allotment Fees - Resolved Cllrs approved an allotment fee rise of 5% from 1st October 2026

26011.10 Licence Fee – Resolved Cllrs approved a gate licence fee rise of 10% on the 31st of December 2026 (A rise was not implement in 2025)

26011.11 Resolved: Cllrs approved the grass cutting contract with TVBC at a cost of £1328.10 plus VAT.

26011.12 Resolved: Cllrs approved £248.63 plus VAT for TVBC to empty the dog bins.

26011.13 Quarterly Statement check- Cllr Pyle checked the balances of the bank statements to the Financial Statement at the Finance meeting.

26011.14 Land Registry – Resolved: Cllrs approved costs and for the Clerk to update all documents to the office address as currently they are held in an assortment of addresses belonging to past Cllrs and Clerks

26011.15 Asset Registry- Resolved: Cllrs agreed that the review for the asset register has taken place with the end of year accounts in May 2025 and it was not minuted.

Environment
26012.1 Footpaths & Highways. –  Resolved: Cllr Cross will make a report to HCC that there is a leaning tree on the bridleway.

26012.2 Sheep wash – Resolved: The Clerk will ask the Village Club whether they can put the old litter bins in their next skip.

26012.3 The Park & Estate Management Group – The following was reported
Maintenance:
Monthly maintenance of the parish owned land, primarily the Riverside Rest, Riverside Walk and entrance to The Park. 
The footpath co-ordinator is stepping back from the role due to health reasons, so we are looking for someone to fulfil this important position. 
H&S and training of equipment is starting to mature, meeting the insurance requirements for volunteers. 

Projects:
The main project currently is the completion of the new steps down to the Sheepwash from the kissing gate. This should be complete early in the new year, weather dependent. 
We are also planning the replacement of the palisade that retains the bank and pathway into the Riverside Walk. 
Finally, dates have been agreed at the end of February to carry out all immediate tree works, following the recommendations in the tree survey. 

General:
It was reported that there are four broken posts at  Bridge Bank near the Park.
The Clerk will ask the EMG to investigate.
The Clerk will check the ownership of Bridge Bank as there is a tree on the tree survey that may not be the PCs. It was suggested this area should be a no parking area.

Risk Assessment Resolved: Cllrs approved the risk assessment produced by the EMG which covers all job’s carried out by them.

Tools Training Resolved:  Councillors have given their approval for a tailored training course to be held at Sparsholt. This programme will focus on essential aspects of health and safety, as well as the correct operation of equipment including strimmer’s, bush cutters, and hedge trimmers. The training will accommodate six candidates who have been identified, with the total cost for the course set at £735.Other course providers only cover one piece of equipment with higher costs.

Hedge at allotments: Resolved: The EMG will ask a local farmer to trim back the allotment hedges, cost expected to be £200.

First Aid: A trainer has been found and a date and cost will be investigated.

Tree Survey Resolved: Cllrs agreed that Alex Hebden to carry out Priority one work at a cost of £2400 which will include leaving the wood on site to be tided by the EMG.

26012.4 Recreation Ground & Pavilion – Inspection report expected from TVBC

26012.5 Allotments – It was reported that the fencing on the perimeter of the conservation field above the allotments may require updating. 

26012.6 Completion of monthly H&S Inspections- 
· Sheep wash – New steps almost refurbished, currently fenced off
· The Park – No problems – Four new posts required at Bridge bank.
· Riverside Rest – No Problems
· Play Park – Nothing to report
· Allotments – Hedge overgrown still outstanding- arrangements to be cut soon

26012.7 Pan Parish Forum – Cllr Kwiatkowski reported that carbon filtration is now in place to reduce odour. The relining of the drains is scheduled, and spare parts are held at Fullerton.

26012.8 Lengthsman – Cllr Kwiatkowski reported that some sweeping of Village Street had taken place. A request for the Lengthsman to meet with Cllr Kwiatkowski, has yet to happen.
