25171 Apologies for Absence – Cllr Cross, Cllr Henderson, Cllr Kwaitkowski & BC Flood
25172 Public Participation – Residents asked for an update on the Land at Barrow Hill Development. 
Cllr Struthers explained that a Village Liaison group will be set up to consult with Bargate TVBC and SWA, subject to them agreeing to engage with meetings. It was explained that the section 106 agreement was currently being prepared by Bargate & TVBC. A resident stated that they are conducting background research in preparation for the upcoming next phase of the planning application concerning the new electricity installation. The Chair thanked them and commented that this would be incredibly useful information.

25180.3 Removal of Will Walker from all accounts 
Resolved: Cllrs approved the removal of William Walker from HSBC, CCLA, Hargreaves Lansdown and the Nationwide accounts.
[bookmark: _Hlk202016460]25180.4 New Signature Resolved: Cllrs approved Cllr Roy Struthers as the new signature to HSBC, CCLA, Hargreaves Lansdown and the Nationwide accounts.

25180.5 Additional Section 137 Payment to Clatford Shop Association.
It was reported that the community had raised enough money to continue the Post Office & shop for the present. This will be reviewed if approached again.

25180.6 Review of Investment Strategy. Cllrs discussed  the current Investment Strategy and agreed it was not fit for purpose. The shares had dropped below the 2.5% for the last three years and previous reviews were in favour of keeping the investments as they were producing a high level of yield. It was agreed to rewrite the investment strategy in favour of a low-risk strategy. Concern was expressed that the Parish Council was not complying with the 2003 Local Act and that neither the internal nor external auditors had made any comments about holding shares during the preceding years. It was agreed that the shares for Gore Street would be sold, and the council was fully aware there will be a loss. 
Cllrs voted:  one vote to sell all three share holdings, three votes to sell only Gore Street and one Cllr abstained. Cllr Willens resigned from the Finance Advisory Group as his recommendation was to sell all the shares immediately. The clerk will investigate whether the Parish Council can hold a cash savings account with Hargreaves Lansdown.
Resolved: Councillors approved the immediate sale of Gore Street shares and Cllrs Struthers and Platt would confirm this via e mail to the Clerk. It was agreed that the funds would be placed in the HSBC Business Money Manager  account  (previously treasurers account) until a decision at the November meeting.

25180.7 Nationwide Account Investment - The Clerk reported that the Nationwide have requested Cllr Walkers ID. The account has been frozen until receipt of new mandate. Resolved: Cllrs approved rolling over the investment for on a six-month fix term deposit.
